Corps of Engineers, Florida Department of Environmental Protection and the St. Johns River Water Management
District. | am responsible for contacting the applicable agency in order to determine if the site is within
jurisdictional lands.

No land clearing debris shall be disposed of or stored closer than 75 feet to any part of an underground and/or
above ground septic tank system.

The edge of the disposal facility may not be located at any point, closer than 50 feet to right-of-way, easement,
access point or property line.

Access to the disposal facility shall be controlled during the active life of the facility by fencing to prevent disposal
by the general public.

Disposal Facilities which are adjacent to residential land use categories and over one acre in size shall be buffered
as follows:

(i) If the toe of the slope or the top of the bank is within 50 feet of the property line the buffer shall be a 6
foot opaque fence and 50 feet of existing vegetation or landscaping.

(ii) If the toe of the slope or the top of the bank is more than 50 feet from the property line, 50 feet of
existing vegetation shall be maintained.(Amended 6/98 - Ord.
