


37. Define cost? “Additional Directed Work the County Manager or the Public Works Director or his
designee may direct in writing the Contractor to perform additional tasks under this Contract. The Contractor
shall perform such assignments in accordance with an agreed to schedule and level of effort. Cost of such
assignments shall not be included in the contract sum and shall be invoiced to the County at cost.” (pg 13).

A) Cost for Additional Directed Work may include an element of profit and overhead but will always
be subject to individual agreement with County Manager and/or Public Works Director.

Which are the correct
coverages for this proposal/contract?

A) Page 21 & 22.

41. Submittal information Section I (pg 23) alluded to the fact that the cost proposal should relate to only
“providing staffing (and related personnel cost) to meet the requirements listed in the Scope of Services.
Related personnel cost shall be considered cost of staff and staff benefits”™.

Several times within the scope of service and in the additional required services section of this RFP, There
are several references to additional supplies, maintenance, janitorial supplies, personal protective safety
equipment. Are these items outside of the RFP proposal costs?

A) No.

Is a separate line item required for those costs, or will that be part of the contract negotiation process to the
successful bidder?

A) No separate line item, to be included in the Annual Cost bid submittal (page 25).
